This website is parBally complaint with the Web Content Accessibility Guidelines 
version 2.1 AA standard, due to the non-compliances listed below. 
 
Non-accessible content 
 
The content listed below is non-accessible for the following reasons: 
 
Some images don’t have a text alternaBve (alt text) so the informaBon isn’t available 
to people using a screen reader. This doesn’t meet WCAG 2.1 success criterion 1.1.1. 
(non-text content). On some pages the same link text is used for different link 
desBnaBons. This doesn’t meet WCAG 2.1 success criterion 2.44 Link Purpose (in 
context). Many of our older PDFs and other documents don’t meet accessibility 



standards. For example they may not be structured so they’re accessible to a screen 
reader. This doesn’t meet WCAG 2.1 success criterion 4.1.2. The accessibility 
regulaBons do not require us to fix PDFs or other documents published before 23rd 
September 2018 if they are not essenBal to providing our services. 
 
How we tested this Website 
 
This website was last tested in November 2023 when it was set up and the 
informaBon contained in this document was checked by OneSuffolk in May 2024. 
 
When the site was set up we assessed the following pages which had good examples 
of the items that needed tesBng and can be found on the website: 
 

• Home Page 
• Parish Council MeeBngs and Agendas 
• Audit Documents 

We tested both text and images.
